The Word of God
The congregation shall stand when the Celebrant and Altar Party enter
The People standing, the Celebrant says

Blessed be God: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.

People And blessed be his kingdom, now and for ever.

The Celebrant then says

Almighty God, untowhomall heartsareopen, all desiresknown, and fromwhom no secretsarehid:
Cleanse the thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of thy Holy Spirit, that we may perfectly love
thee, and worthily magnify thy holy Name; through Christ our Lord. Amen.

The Celebrant continues:

Hear what our Lord Jesus Christ saith:  Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and
with al thy soul, and with al thy mind. Thisisthefirst and great commandment. And the second
islike unto it: Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself. On these two commandments hang all the
Law and the Prophets.

Hereall say

Glory beto God on high, and on earth peace, good will towar ds men. Wepraisethee, we bless
the, we wor ship thee, we glorify thee, we givethankstotheefor thy great glory, O Lord God,
heavenly King, God the Father Almighty. O Lord, the only-begotten Son, Jesus Christ; O
Lord God, Lamb of God, Son of theFather, that takest away thesinsof theworld, have mercy
upon us. Thou that takes away the sinsof theworld, receiveour prayer. Thou that sittest at
theright hand of God the Father, have mercy upon us. For thou only art holy; thou only art
the Lord; thou only, O Christ, with the Holy Ghost, art most high in the glory of God the
Father. Amen

The Celebrant says to the people

The people sit. Two Lessons, as appointed, are read, the Reader first saying
A Reading from

After each Reading, the Reader will say

The Word of the Lord.
People Thanks be to God.
Then, all standing, the Priest reads the Gospdl, first saying

The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to
People Glory beto Thee, O Lord
After the Gospel, the Reader says

The Gospel of the Lord.
People Praise betothee, O Christ.

Therefollows, all standing

The Nicene Creed

We bdievein one God, the Father Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, and of all things
visible and invisible; And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of God, begotten
of hisFather before all worlds, God of God, Light of Light, very God of very God, begotten,
not made, being of one substancewith the Father; by whom all thingswer e made; whofor us
men and for our salvation came down from heaven, and wasincarnateby theHoly Ghost of
theVirgin Mary, and was made man; and was crucified alsofor usunder Pontius Pilate; he
suffered and was buried; and the third day he rose again according to the Scriptures, and
ascended into heaven, and sitteth on the right hand of the Father; and he shall come again,
with glory, tojudge both the quick and the dead; whose kingdom shall have no end. And |
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believe in the Holy Ghost the Lord, and Giver of Life, who proceedeth from the Father and
the Son; who with the Father and the Son together iswor shiped and glorified; who spake by
the Prophets. And | believe one holy Catholic and Apaostalic Church; | acknowledge one
Baptism for the remission of sins, and | look for the resurrection of thedead, and thelife of
the world to come. Amen.

The Prayers of the People
The Deacon or other person appointed says

And we also bless thy holy Name for all thy servants departed this life in thy faith and fear
especialy , beseeching thee to grant them continual growth in thy love and service;
and to grant usgrace so to follow the good examples of Stephen and of all thy saints, that with them
we may be partakers of thy heavenly kingdom.

Confession of Sin
The Celebrant saysthe following

Ye who do truly and earnestly repent you of your sins, and are in love and charity with your
neighbors, and intend to lead a new life, following the commandments of God, and walking from
henceforth in his holy ways: Draw near with faith, and make your humble confession to Almighty
God, devoutly knedling.

Minister and People

Almighty God, Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, maker of all things, judge of all men: We
acknowledge and bewail our manifold sinsand wickedness, which we from timetotime maost
grievously have committed, by thought, word, and deed, against thy divine Majesty,
provoking most justly thy wrath and indignation against us.

Wedo earnestly repent, and areheartily sorry for theseour misdoings; the remembrance of
themisgrievousuntous, theburden of themisintolerable. Have mer cy upon us, have mercy
upon us, most merciful Father; for thy Son our Lord Jesus Christ's sake, forgive us all that
ispast; and grant that we may ever hereafter serveand please thee in newness of life, to the
honor and glory of thy Name; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

The Bishop when present, or the Priest, stands and says

Almighty God, our heavenly Father, who of his great mercy hath promised forgiveness of sinsto
all those whowith hearty repentance and truefaith turn unto him, have mercy upon you, pardon and
deliver you from al your sins, confirm and strengthen you in al goodness, and bring you to
everlasting life; through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

A Minister will then say one or more of the following sentences, first saying

Hear theWord of God to al who truly turn to him. Come unto me, all ye that travail and are
heavy laden, and | will refresh you. Matthew 11:28

God so loved the world, that he gave his only-begotten Son, to the end that all that believe
in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. John 3:16

Thisisatrue saying, and worthy of al men to be received, that Christ Jesus came into the
world to save sinners. | Timothy 1:15
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If any man sin, we have an Advocatewith the Father, Jesus Christ therighteous; and heisthe
perfect offering for our sins, and not for oursonly, but for the sinsof thewholeworld. | John 2:1-2

The Peace
All stand. The Celebrant saysto the people

The peace of the Lord be aways with you.

People And with thy spirit.

Then the Ministers and People may greet one another in the name of the Lord.

The Holy Communion
The Celebrant says

Walk in love, as Christ loved us and gave himself for us, an offering and sacrifice to God.
Ephesians5:2

Let your light so shine before al people, that they may seeyour good worksand glorify your
father who isin heaven.

Representatives of the congregation bring the people's offerings of bread and wine, and money or other
gifts, to the celebrant. The people stand while the offerings are presented and placed on the Altar.

The Celebrant says
All things come of Thee, O Lord

People And of Thine own have we given Thee.

The Great Thanksgiving
The people remain standing. The Celebrant, whether bishop or priest, faces them and says

The Lord be with you.

People And with thy spirit.

Ceebrant  Lift up your hearts.

People We lift them up untothe Lord.
Ceebrant Let usgive thanks unto our Lord God.
People It ismeet and right soto do.

Then, facing the Holy Table, the Celebrant proceeds
It isvery meet, right, and our bounden duty, that weshould at all times, and inal places, givethanks
untothee, O Lord, holy Father, almighty, everlasting God. Who dost bid thy faithful people cleanse
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their hearts, and preparewith joy for the Paschal feast; that, fervent in prayer and in worksof mercy,
and renewed by thy Word and Sacraments, they may come to the fulness of grace which thou hast
prepared for those who love thee.

Therefore with Angels and Archangels, and with all the company of heaven, we laud and magnify
thy glorious Name; evermore praising thee, and saying,

Celebrant and People
Haly, haly, haly, Lord God of Hosts:
Heaven and earth arefull of thy Glory.
Glory betothee, O Lord Most High.
Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord.
Hosanna in the highest.

The people kneel or remain standing. Then the Celebrant continues

All glory be to thee, AlImighty God, our heavenly Father, for that thou, of thy tender mercy, didst
givethineonly Son Jesus Christ to suffer death upon the cross for our redemption; who made there,
by his one oblation of himself once offered, a full, perfect, and sufficient sacrifice, oblation, and
satisfaction, for the sins of the wholeworld; and did ingtitute, and in his holy Gospel command us
to continue, a perpetual memory of that his precious death and sacrifice, until his coming again.

For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took bread; and when he had given thanks, he brake
it, and gaveit to hisdisciples, saying, "Take, eat, thisis my Body, which is given for you. Do this
in remembrance of me."

Likewise, after supper, hetook the cup; and when he had given thanks, he gaveit to them, saying,
"Drink ye dl of this; for thisis my Blood of the New Testament, which is shed for you, and for
many, for the remission of sins. Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of me."

Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, according to theinstitution of thy dearly beloved Son our
Savior Jesus Christ, we, thy humbl e servants, do cel ebrate and make here before thy divine M gjesty,
with these thy holy gifts, which we now offer unto thee, the memorial thy Son hath commanded us
to make; having in remembrance hisbl essed passion and preci ousdeath, hismighty resurrection and
glorious ascension; rendering unto thee most hearty thanks for the innumerabl e benefits procured
unto us by the same.

And we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us; and, of thy almighty goodness,
vouchsafetoblessand sanctify, with thy Word and Holy Spirit, thesethy giftsand creaturesof bread
and wine; that we, receiving them according to thy Son our Savior Jesus Christ's holy institution,
in remembrance of his death and passion, may be partakers of his most blessed Body and Blood.
And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of praise and
thanksgiving; most humbly beseeching thee to grant that, by the merits and death of thy Son Jesus
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Christ, and through faith in hisblood, we, and all thy whole Church, may obtain remission of our
sins, and all other benefits of his passion.

And here we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our souls and bodies, to be a
reasonabl e, holy, and living sacrifi ce unto thee; humbly beseeching theethat we, and al otherswho
shall be partakers of thisHoly Communion, may worthily receivethe most preciousBody and Blood
of thy Son Jesus Christ, befilled with thy grace and heavenly benediction, and made one body with
him, that he may dwell in us, and wein him.

And athough we are unworthy, through our manifold sins, to offer unto thee any sacrifice, yet we
beseech thee to accept this our bounden duty and service, not weighing our merits, but pardoning
our offences, through Jesus Christ our Lord;

By whom, and with whom, in the unity of the Holy Ghost, all honor and glory be unto thee, O
Father Almighty, world without end. AMEN

And now, as our Savior Christ hath taught us, we are bold to say,

People and Celebrant

Our Father, whoart in heaven, hallowed be thy Name, thy kingdom come, thy will be done,
on earth asit isin heaven. Give usthisday our daily bread. And forgive usour trespasses, as

weforgivethose who trespassagainst us. And lead usnot intotemptation, but deliver usfrom
evil. For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for ever and ever. Amen.

The Breaking of the Bread

The Celebrant breaks the consecrated Bread. A period of silenceis kept. Then may be said
Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us;

People Therefore let us keep the feast.

The People may join in saying this prayer

We do not presume to come to this thy Table, O merciful Lord, trusting in our own
righteousness, but inthy manifold and great mer cies. We ar enot wor thy so much astogather
up thecrumbsunder thy Table. But thou art thesame L ord whose pr operty isalwaysto have
mercy. Grant ustherefore, graciousL ord, sotoeat theflesh of thy dear Son JesusChrist, and
to drink his blood, that we may evermore dwell in him, and he in us. Amen.

Facing the people, the Celebrant may say the following Invitation

The Gifts of God for thePeople of God. Takethemin remembrancethat Christ died for you,
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and feed on him in your hearts by faith, with thanksgiving.
The ministers receive the Sacrament in both kinds, and then immediately deliver it to the people
The Bread and the Cup are given to the communicants with these words

The Body of our Lord Jesus Christ, which was given for thee, preserve thy body and soul unto
everlasting life. Take and eat thisin remembrance that Christ died for thee, and feed on himinthy
heart by faith, with thanksgiving.

The Blood of our Lord Jesus Christ, which was shed for thee, preserve thy body and soul unto
everlasting life. Drink thisin remembrance that Christ's Blood was shed for thee, and be thankful.

After Communion, the Celebrant says
Let us pray.
The People may join in saying this prayer

Almighty and everliving God, we most heartily thank theefor that thou dost feed us, in these
holy mysteries, with the spiritual food of the maost precious Body and Blood of thy Son our
Savior Jesus Christ; and dost assur e us ther eby of thy favor and goodness towards us; and
that we ar every membersincor poratein the mystical body of thy Son, the blessed company
of all faithful people; and are also heirs, through hope, of thy everlasting kingdom. And we
humbly beseech thee, O heavenly Father, sotoassist uswith thy grace, that we may continue
in that holy fellowship, and do all such good works as thou hast prepared for ustowalk in;
through JesusChrist our Lord,towhomwith theeand theHoly Ghost, beall honor and glory,
world without end. Amen

The Bishop, when present, or the Priest, givesthe blessing

The peace of God, which passeth all understanding, keep your hearts and mindsin the knowledge
and love of god, and of hisson, Jesus Christ our Lord; and theblessing of God Almighty, the Father,
the Son, and the Holy Ghost, be amongst you, and remain with you always. Amen.
Announcements may be made.

The Celebrant will dismiss the people with these words

Let us go forth in the name of Christ.

People Thanks be to God.
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
